FAIR THOUGHTS WORTH REPEATING . . .

Itôs fair time! Minnesota summers are famous for 

fishing, Twins baseball and, of course, county 

fairs. They have become a great way for 4-H 

youth to celebrate their accomplishments and to 

renew friendships.   

Minnesota summers also bring heat,  humidity, 

and tempers.  For most, the fair experience can 

be a 4-H familyôs best friend.  But every once in 

awhile, the fair can be their worst enemy. 

There are a couple of basic principles to remem-

ber when families put the finishing touches on 

projects and get ready for fair. First, remember 

whose project it is.  Certainly, 4-H is meant to be 

a family  affair with parents providing support and 

guidance around project work. Wonderful memo-

ries and bonds form when parents and kids work 

and learn together. Fairs are not an opportunity 

for over-zealous parents to relive their own 4-H 

experiences of a generation ago. The key is to 

support the project ï not do it.   

Secondly, keep competition in perspective. Every 

class will have a winner, but no 4-H fair competi-

tion should have a loser. Be it the steer show or 

a demonstration, the lamb lead contest or the 

shop exhibits, only one will be lucky enough to 

get the top purple. It is difficult to win, but even 

more difficult to win with humility. Be a good win-

ner. But just as important, be a good ñloserò if the 

outcome isnôt quite what was expected. 

Finally, keep a level head. Any large 

event with competition will bring 

about a level of controversy. Some-

times 4-H leaders are placed in very 

uncomfortable situations when ad-

dressing conflict. Flaring tempers 

and unkind words solve nothing. 

Remember that judges and 4-H staff 

are human. They arenôt out looking 

for controversy, but if it arises, it is 

their responsibility to attempt to re-

solve it. 

 

Make the most of your fair experi-

ences this summer. Make them 

learning and celebratory experi-

ences for the whole  family. The 

great memories they create will last 

a lifetime. Mine did!!

¶  no bare feet, those working in the frying area should wear leather shoes ñno sandals. 

¶  if you have a cold or are not feeling well -- STAY HOME!  

¶  clean fresh clothing must be worn -- change clothing if coming from any barn, including  

 rabbit and chicken barns.  

¶  if you have club T -shirts -- wear them;  be proud of who you are!!!!  

¶  Adult MUST be at cash register AND at the òPick-upó food counter.

COUNTY FAIR ADMITTANCE POLICY  
 

No one will pay an admittance fee on Tuesday, the 19th.  Admission will be charged starting at 4:00 

p.m. on Wednesday and 11:00 a.m. the remainder of the Fair.  Fair admittance per day is $3.00  for 

everyone age 13 and over.  Twelve (12) and under are free!   4 -H members will receive their wrist 

bands on Tuesday afternoon/evening during non -livestock judging.  However, the 4 -Hõers who 

show livestock only, must come to the 4 -H Office in the Main Arena to pick up their wristband on 

Wednesday morning.  A 4 -Hõer must enter at least one project at the County Fair in order to  

receive a free wristband.  Also, 4 -Hõer must be wearing  the wristband when entering/ re -

entering the fairgrounds.  
  

 
The Otter Tail County Fair Association is making a special reduced rate òadvancedó season pass available.

   2011 STATE FAIR TRIPS  

 
Names of 4-Herõs winning State Fair trips will be posted on the bulletin board by the 4-H 

Fair Office during the fair .  It is the 4 -Herõs responsibility to check the board and 

accept or decline the trip .  This means BOTH listings of Livestock and Non -livestock 4 -H participants in all 

project areas.   
 

OF PARTICULAR NOTE :  The decision by the 4 -Hõer to accept or decline a State Fair trip must 

be made NO LATER THAN 2:00 p.m. FRIDAY, JULY 22nd (unless you are showing in the Goat 

Show).   By not checking the State Fair board, it holds up the next 4 -Hõer (and family) in 

being able to register for State Fair.   
 

4-H'ers that earn the right to go on to State Fair this year will go either Aug. 28 -30 (for non -livestock) or August 24 - 

28 (for livestock exhibitors).  LQA (Livestock Quality Assurance) training within the last three (3) years is mandatory 

for anyone attending State Fair with livestock.   
 

4-H'ERS MUST BE PREPARED TO ACCEPT OR DECLINE THEIR STATE FAIR TRIP THE DATE OF THE 

SHOW.   In past years, the 4 -H Leaders' Council has paid all transportation costs and trucking.  Members have had 

to pay for their own lodging and meals.  
 

An orientation meeting for State Fair exhibitors and their families will be held on Saturday,  July 23rd at 3:00 p.m.

We are asking that all cat exhibitors bring along proof of rabies vaccination for all cats over 6 months 

of age.  If you haven't done that already you will need to check with your veterinarian to have it done at least 2 

weeks prior to the fair.  Also, for your own protection you may want to have your cat vaccinated for distemper 

(feline panleukopenia).  When you bring your cat to the fair, it is preferred that you bring it in a carrier, or at a 

minimum, on some type of leash.  With lots of noise and distractions around, we do not want someone's cat to get 

away unexpectedly!  

   You will be able to have your cat  or pet project judged anytime between 2:00 pm - 7:00 

pm on Tuesday.  4-H'ers may bring their pet or cat to the judge;  please make sure they are restrained or 

caged.    Also bring a booklet, poster, or visual display about your pet.   The judge will look at your pet and ask 

general questions about your pet and what you have done with it.  See the 4 -H Premium List for further project 

requirements.  Pets and Cats will not stay  at the County Fair.  You will need to take the animal home.  The 

poster, booklet, or display will be left on display at the fair.
